Application form information must be completed in full. Narrative questions must be answered on no
more than tw@2)8 ! x 11 pages in total, single sided, using 12 point font. Responses must be typed or
computer printed.

WORK SAMPLES

The Pittsburgh Center for the Arts charges an independent panel to focus primarily on the artistic qual
your work. With this in mind, you should pay close attention to your choice of work samples (slides, ta
cassees, CDOs, DVDOs, manuscripts, or scores) to submit. The technical quality of your sample shou
allow clear viewing of and/or listening to the work. Work samples should be chosen to demonstrate th
artistOs artistic ability, not to show work producedaiyi students. Work samples should also support
the work/media you plan to do in residency activities. Applications not containing work samples will be
considered incomplete.
